About this Scholarship

The Catholic Character Scholarship exists to support students who are actively seeking to deepen their

Awarded to one student each year’, this scholarship funds attendance at a Catholic event in

New Zealand or abroad, providing a formative experience that will strengthen and inspire their faith journey

Events may include, but are not limited to, Light & Salt Retreats, the Set Free Festival,

World Youth Day, Life Teen, and other significant Catholic gatherings.

The total scholarship is valued up to $2,000.

o Your application must demonstrate
a clear and specific understanding
of how you are living out Mission,
Communion and Contemplation,
both within the College and in the

wider community.

« Your application must include a
detailed breakdown of all costs,
clearly showing how the scholarship
funds will be used, eg. fees, travel,
resources, accommodation etc, and
the amount you are requesting from
this scholarship (up to $2,000 incl.
GST).

 You may wish to include a short
supporting video (optional).

Students may only apply once per
scholarship round.

The scholarship may only be used for
the purpose stated in the application.

The scholarship cannot be used for
college organised camps/retreats or
for Mission College Trust Board fees.

Organising a Catholic Character event,
contributing to the Year 13 Leadership
Camp, assisting with retreats, or similar.

Sharing your experience at an Assembly.

Writing a report to the Board of
Trustees.
